Higher rate of unemployment ( need to look for odd jobs or farm jobs and such





Women’s Lives





Working class





Those women that worked in factories had jobs mainly in textiles





Those who didn’t  took domestic service jobs, such as maids, cooks, caretakers, etc. 





Middle class





Some thought that “true women” should remain at home and care for children and the house





Other women who wished to work got jobs as nurses, social workers and teachers

Disease and famine not as rampant as for peasants
