Blamed king for high prices which led to rioting in the streets.





Poor economic conditions led to increase in crime and violence.





Even though food prices went up, the salaries of laborers didn’t.





Searched for forgotten feudal debts of peasants to gain money.





Charged peasants money for things which nobles used to give free.





Govt interfered with business, disliked mercantilist rules,  wanted freedom to trade w/ foreign countries.





Didn’t want to have to pay taxes whilst nobles and clergy didn’t.





Wanted their sons to be able to hold important positions in church, army & goverenment.





Didn’t like the increase of the French kings’ power.





Kings’ increase in power led to larger armies which decreased nobles’ influence.





Forced peasants to pay feudal debts along with heavy taxes.
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
